I visited the various families and urged them to ignore their 

doctrinal differences for the present and unite in one Community 

Church. I felt I could preach nothing but the Gospel of Grace; that 

neither Roman Catholicism nor Protestantism could satisfy the 

needs of these people but a Christian Catholic Church without any 

other qualification. A purified Church which would present the 

Gospel to them as did the Primitive Church, and exercise authority 

according to the spirit of free America.
